Clanok rozobera najzésadnejsie zmeny, ktoré priniesol novy stavebny zékon
¢. 25/2025 Z. z., téinny od 1. aprila 2025%). Ide o komplexnt a dlho ocakavanu
reformu stavebného prava na Slovensku, s cielom urychlit, zjednodusit
a sprehladnit povolovacie procesy.

Novy stavebny zakon prinasa nové definicie niektorych pojmov, jedno
povolovacie konanie - konanie o stavebnom zamere, ktoré prebieha elektronickou
formou. Zakon dalej zavadza niekol'ko mechanizmov pre urychlenie konania,
ako napr. fikcie pri vydavani zavaznych stanovisk a doloziek stiladu alebo
opravnenie tradu neprihliadnut na namietky tcastnikov, ktorych jedinym cielom
je zatazovat stavebny trad a umelo predlzovat konanie. Posobnost stavebnych
uradov sice nadalej ostala zverena obciam, ale novym ustrednym organom
$tatnej spravy pre oblast vystavby, izemného planovania a vyvlastnenia je Urad
pre tizemné planovanie a vystavbu Slovenskej republiky.

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The new construction law in Slovakia - have we been inspired by our
neighbors? — summary:

The article discusses the most significant changes introduced by the new
Building Act No. 25/2025 Coll., effective from April 1, 2025. This represents
a comprehensive and long-anticipated reform of construction law in
Slovakia, aiming to accelerate, simplify, and clarify permitting processes.
The new Building Act introduces new definitions of certain terms and establishes
a single permitting procedure — the construction project procedure — which will
take place electronically. The Act also introduces several mechanisms to expedite
the process, such as presumptions in the issuance of binding opinions and
compliance clauses, as well as the authority’s right to disregard objections from
participants whose sole intention is to deliberately burden the building authority
and prolong the proceedings.

Although the competence of building authorities remains entrusted to
municipalities, a new central state authority for the area of construction, zoning
and expropriation of land has been established: the Office for Spatial Planning
and Construction of the Slovak Republic. The Slovak legislator clearly drew
inspiration from the Czech Building Act, and therefore, the authors also highlight
some similarities with the Czech legislation in the text.
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
