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Single environmental opinion — legal regulation, methodological principles
and reflection on application practice - summary:

The article introduces the institute of a single environmental opinion as
a tool of procedural integration in the field of permitting of projects in terms of
their effects and impacts on the environment. The ambition of this new binding
opinion, which incorporates up to 29 previously separately issued administrative
acts in the field of environmental protection necessary for the authorisation of
a project, mainly under the Construction Act, is to speed up and streamline this
authorisation process.

In the article, the author not only presents the current legislation, often
pointing out its errors and possible solutions, but also reflects the experience of
administrative authorities and applicants from the first months of application
practice. As a result, the article presents the process of issuing a single
environmental opinion as a whole and further focuses on selected stages of this
process in more detail.
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
