Shrnuti:

Tento ¢lanek se vénuje problematice NStZ, ktery je v soucasnosti aplikovan
v Ceské republice. Autor se zaméfil na problematické aspekty provazejici
povolovani staveb a na jejich promitnuti v obsahu NStZ. V ¢lanku se dochéazi
k zavéru, Ze zdsadni systémové zmény, bez kterych nelze povolovani staveb
zlepsit, a které byly obsazeny ve vécném navrhu nového stavebniho zdkona,
se do aktudlniho znéni NStZ bohuzel nepromitly. Ve svém dusledku tedy
nyni o Zédnou zasadni zménu (zlepgeni) povolovani staveb v Ceské republice
nejde a opét jen fesime dil¢i problémy. Pokud se ma povolovani staveb
v naSem staté dostat na uroven 21. stoleti, bude nezbytné se k popsanym
principtim v budoucnu zase vratit. Ona nas k tomu nakonec zfejmé donuti
i praxe, kdy se ukaZe, Ze systém vefejného stavebniho prava v Ceské republice
je opétovné neudrzitelny.
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We are still waiting for a truly systemic reform of public construction law —
summary:

This article deals with the issue of the new Building Act, which is currently
applied in the Czech Republic. The author has focused on the problematic aspects
accompanying the permitting of buildings and their reflection in the content of
the new Building Act. The article concludes that fundamental systemic changes,
without which building permitting cannot be improved and which were included
in the substantive draft of the new Building Act, have unfortunately not been
reflected in its current wording. As a result, there is no fundamental change
(improvement) of building permitting in the Czech Republic and again we are
only solving partial problems. If building permitting in our country is to reach the
level of the 21st century, it will be necessary to return to the described principles
in the future. In the end, we will probably be forced to do so in practice, when
the system of public building law in the Czech Republic proves once again to be
unsustainable.
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
