Shrnuti:

Clének se zabyva problematikou uklddani opatfeni k napravé pfi vykonu
kontroly a zejména pak moZnostmi obrany proti nim. Hlavni pozornost
je vénovana legislativnimu feSeni, které predpoklada uloZeni konkrétni
povinnosti pfimo v kontrolnim protokolu. Tato koncepce je relativné ojedinéla
a spojena s fadou problematickych otazek. V této souvislosti si autor vsima
zejména zpusobu ochrany verejnych subjektivnich prav kontrolované osoby,
a to primarné v ramci vefejné spravy. Obecné jde o moznost napadnout uloZzena
opatfeni odvolanim, konkrétné pak o dilé¢i procesni otazky spojené s jeho
vyfizovanim. Vyklad je proto zaméfen na fadné pocitani lhiit, pfezkoumatelnost
ulozenych opatfeni k napravé a taktéz postoupeni namitek k vytizeni odvolacim
spravnim organem. Uvedena problematika ztistavala dosud mimo zajem nauky,
a rovnéz judikatura se ji vénuje jen omezene.
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A few notes on defense options against corrective measures — summary:

The article addresses imposing corrective measures during administrative
supervision and the defense against them. The main attention is paid to the
legislative solution, which assumes the imposition of a specific obligation directly
in the inspection protocol. This concept is relatively unique and associated
with several problematic issues. In this context, the author notes particularly
the manners of protecting the public subjective rights of the inspected person,
primarily within the public administration. In general, it concerns the possibility
of challenging the measures imposed by way of an appeal, and more specifically
partial procedural issues related to its handling. The interpretation therefore
focuses on the proper calculation of time limits, the reviewability of the remedial
measures imposed and the referral of objections to the administrative appeal
body. The above-mentioned issues have so far remained outside the interest of
doctrine and have also received only limited attention in case law.
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
