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Demonstrating technical qualifications acquired in the association -
summary:

The article discusses the method of proving technical qualification obtained
together with other suppliers. It first discusses joint performance of contracts and
the possibilities of submitting joint tenders. The main part maps the development
of the decision-making practice of the Office for the Protection of Competition in
relation to proving technical qualification obtained together with other suppliers.
At the same time, it answers why the decision-making practice has interpreted
that, in connection with proving technical qualification, it is appropriate to reflect
the actual experience of the supplier in previous performance when applying
the statutory rule, rather than the rule established by the contracting authority.
Finally, it provides a summary of what to look out for when proving and
assessing technical qualification in such cases.
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
