Shrnuti:

Clanek se zabyvé4 pravomocemi UOHS pii pfezkumu jiz provedeného
hodnoceni nabidek zadavatelem s pfihlédnutim k ustalené dlouhodobé judikature
spravnich soudii i rozhodovaci praxi UOHS, dle které neni v pravomoci UOHS
prezkoumavat myslenkové pochody jednotlivych hodnotitelti nabidek, ale pouze
dodrzeni zdkonného ramce postupu pfi zadavani vefejné zakazky.

Aékoli pravomoci UOHS p#i pfezkumu hodnoceni nabidek jsou omezeny,
je pfezkum hodnoceni nabidek nedilnou soudasti pfezkumné ¢innosti UOHS.
Zadavatelé nemohou hodnoceni nabidek provadét svévolné (libovolné).
Rozhodovaci praxe UOHS p#i prezkumu hodnoceni je ¢asto zaméfena zejména
na dodrzeni zasady transparentnosti, dodrzeni pravidel uvedenych v zadavaci
dokumentaci, odstranéni pfipadnych pochybnosti ¢i nejasnosti ohledné
hodnocenych tdajti apod.
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Powers of the Office for the Protection of Competition in reviewing the
evaluation of tenders — summary:

The article deals with the powers of the Office for the Protection of Competition
when reviewing the evaluation of tenders already carried out by the contracting
authority, taking into account the long-standing case law of administrative courts
and the decision-making practice of the Office, according to which the Office is
not competent to review the thinking processes of individual tender evaluators,
but only compliance with the legal framework of the procedure for awarding
a public contract.

Although the powers of the Office in reviewing bid evaluations are limited,
the review of bid evaluations is an integral part of the Office review activities.
Contracting authorities cannot evaluate bids arbitrarily. The decision-making
practice of the Office when reviewing evaluations is often focused primarily
on adhering to the principle of transparency, adhering to the rules set out in
the tender documentation, removing any doubts or ambiguities regarding the
evaluated data, etc.
