Shrnuti:

Reference, jez jsou vnimany jako odraz zpusobilosti a kvality dodavatele,
jsou obvyklym prostfedkem ovéfeni schopnosti dodavatele plnit predmeét
zakazky fadné a vcas, nicméné v praxi zadavani vefejnych zakazek se ukazuje,
ze nejsou vzdy efektivnim nastrojem. Tento c¢lanek analyzuje roli referenc¢nich
pozadavkl v zadavacich fizenich, poukazuje na praktické problémy pfi jejich
stanoveni i posouzeni jejich naplnéni a rozebira hlavni pficiny i dtsledky téchto
problému. Prostfednictvim konkrétnich doporuceni predstavuje moznosti,
jak mohou zadavatelé i dodavatelé prispét k predchazeni komplikaci a sporti.

References, which are perceived as a reflection of the supplier's competence
and quality, are the usual means of verifying the supplier’s ability to perform the
subject of the contract properly and on time. However, in public procurement
practice they are not always an effective tool. This article analyzes the role of
reference requirements in procurement procedures, highlights practical problems
in setting them and evaluating their fulfilment, and discusses the main causes and
consequences of these problems. It presents ways in which contracting authorities
and suppliers can contribute to prevent complications and disputes. It also
reflects on frequently discussed systemic solutions, such as a reference register
or a blacklist. In conclusion, it calls for a purposeful approach to references in
public procurement and for cooperation among all members of the professional
community in an effort to mitigate or eliminate problematic aspects associated
with reference requirements.
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
