Shrnuti:

Prispévek se zabyva pravni tpravou kauce dle § 255 zakona ¢. 134/2016 Sb.,
o zadavani vefejnych zakazek, ve znéni pozdéjsich predpisti, a jejim praktickym
uplatnénim v rozhodovaci praxi Ufadu pro ochranu hospodatské soutéze
a spravnich soudt. Pozornost je vénovana nejen vypoctu vyse kauce v rtiznych
typech zadavacich fizeni, ale i otazkam jejtho vcasného slozeni, dolozeni
a dtsledktim pfipadnych pochybeni. Text rozebira specifické situace, jako jsou
verejné zakazky s ramcovym prvkem, vicefazova fizeni ¢i problematiku slozenych
navrht, a nabizi kazuistickou analyzu aktualni judikatury. Cilem pfispévku
je poskytnout prakticky vyuzitelny pfehled klicovych aspektt tykajicich
se institutu kauce a jejich procesnich diisledkti v ramci prezkumného fizeni.
