Clanek se vénuje otdzce aktivni legitimace k podani ndmitek a navrhu
na pfezkum postupu zadavatele pfi zadavani vefejnych zakazek dle ¢eské pravni
tpravy a rozhodovaci praxe Ufadu pro ochranu hospodatské soutéze. Autor
rozebira podminky, za nichz je dodavatel opravnén k podani navrhu, a poukazuje
na pfipady, kdy aktivni legitimace absentuje nebo je ztracena v prabéhu fizeni.
PiestoZe je piistup Ufadu pro ochranu hospodatské soutéze k vykladu aktivni
legitimace pomérné liberalni, formalni a materialni podminky musi byt v kazdém
jednotlivém pfipadé dtisledné naplnény. Autor poukazuje na rizika, ktera mohou
vést k odmitnuti navrhu nebo zastaveni fizeni.
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Proceedings on a motion to initiate a review of the contracting authority’s actions
and standing to file it - summary:

The article addresses the issue of standing (active legal legitimacy) to file
objections and motions for review of the contracting authority’s conduct in public
procurement procedures under Czech law and the decision-making practice
of the Czech Office for the Protection of Competition. The author analyses the
conditions under which a supplier is entitled to file such a motion and highlights
situations in which standing is either lacking or lost during the proceedings.
Although the Czech Office for the Protection of Competition generally adopts
a relatively liberal approach to interpreting standing, both formal and substantive
requirements must be strictly met in each individual case. The article also points
out the risks that may lead to the rejection of the motion or the termination of the
review proceedings.
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
