Shrnuti:

Clanek je vénovan pravni tipravé kontroly v novém stavebnim zakoné. Pravni
uprava je rozdélena na kontrolu ve vécech tizemniho planovani a kontrolu
ve vécech stavebniho fadu. Kontrolu ve vécech tizemniho planovani vykonava
Ministerstvo pro mistni rozvoj ve vztahu ke krajiim a krajské titady vii¢i obcim.
Pravni uprava kontroly ve vécech tizemniho planovani ¢astecné vyuziva pravni
upravy kontroly samostatné a pfenesené ptlisobnosti v obecnim a krajském
zfizeni a v zdkoné o hlavnim mésté Praze. Kontrolu ve vécech stavebniho fadu
vykonavaji jednotlivé stavebni ufady, a to jak ve vztahu k osobam, kterym
stavebni zdkon uklada povinnosti, tak ve vztahu k jinym stavebnim ufadtim
a jejich plisobnosti. Samostatné je upravena kontrola zadkonnosti nafizeni, kterym
mohou vybrana meésta upravovat odchylné od celostatni tipravy pozadavky
na vystavbu.
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On the adjustment of inspection in the new Building Act — summary:

The article is devoted to the legal regulation of control in the new Building Act.
The legal regulation is divided into control in matters of spatial planning and
control in matters of building regulations. Control in matters of spatial planning
is carried out by the Ministry for Regional Development in relation to regions
and by regional authorities in relation to municipalities. The legal regulation of
control in matters of spatial planning partly uses the legal regulation of control of
independent and delegated powers in the municipal and regional system and in
the Act on the Capital City of Prague. Control in matters of building regulations
is carried out by individual building authorities, both in relation to persons on
whom the Building Act imposes obligations, and in relation to other building
authorities and their powers. The control of the legality of regulations by which
selected cities may regulate construction requirements in deviation from the
national regulation is regulated separately.
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
