The right of EU citizens to associate in Czech political parties and political
movements in the light of recent case law of the Court of Justice of the
EU - summary:

After many years of ongoing infringement procedure initiated by the European
Commission against the Czech Republic on the grounds that EU citizens were
not allowed to associate in Czech political parties and political movements, the
Court of Justice delivered judgment C-808/21 Commission v Czech Republic on
19 November 2024. According to the judgment, the Czech Republic infringed
Article 22 TFEU by denying EU citizens the possibility to join a political party
or political movement. According to this provision, EU citizens residing in the
Czech Republic have the right to vote and stand as candidates in the Czech
Republic in municipal and European Parliament elections. The paper places
the Court’s judgment in the broader context of EU citizenship and assesses its
consequences for Czech legal order.
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
