Shrnuti:

Zakon XII desek se fadi mezi nejznaméjsi a nejdtlezitéjsi prameny fimského
prava, presto je s nim spojena cela fada nejasnosti, otazek i pozoruhodnosti.
Pravidla zahrnuta do této normy totiz byla ptivodné obycejem, ktery byl nasledné
zapsan, a poté opét presla do oblasti nepsaného prava. Dalsi zvlastnosti je
problematika platnosti tohoto zakona. Nikdy totiz nebyl vyslovné zrusen, ale
jednotlivé normy byly postupem doby , piekryvany” novou tpravou. Dnes jiz
nelze urcit, jak se tento soupis obyceje nazyval, protoze nazev lex XII tabularum
je az pozdéjsiho data. Nejisty je rovnéz material, na kterém byl vystaven
na fimském féru, stejné jako to, zda se opravdu jednalo vylucné o zapis fimského
obycejového prava.
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The Law of Many Mysteries — summary:

The Law of the Twelve Tables ranks among the most famous and most
important sources of Roman law; nevertheless, it is associated with a whole range
of uncertainties, questions, and peculiarities. The rules contained in this statute
were originally customary norms that were subsequently written down and later
returned once again to the realm of unwritten law. Another peculiarity concerns
the issue of the law’s validity. It was never explicitly repealed; rather, individual
provisions were gradually “overlaid” by newer regulations. Today, it is no longer
possible to determine what this compilation of customs was originally called,
as the name lex XII tabularum is of later origin. Also uncertain is the material on
which it was displayed in the Roman Forum, as well as whether it truly consisted
exclusively of a record of Roman customary law.
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
