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Projects Philosophy

Activities related to the "bridging digital divide in Africa" - providing
assistance to counter the global digital divide issue pursuant to the
promise made by the heads of the Czech government delegations at
the UN WSIS Summit in Geneva (2003) and at the meeting in Tunisia
(2005) as well as in keeping with the UN Millennium Development Goals

Czech projects show that development assistance need not cost great
amounts of money, and still can be highly effective and win international
recognition. As a member of the European Union and the International
community, the Czech Republic takes active steps to assume its share of
responsibility and solidarity in addressing global problems. One of the major
problems is unequal access to information and communication technologies
in developing countries and particularly in Africa. In this regard, the Ministry
of the Interior of the Czech Republic attaches particular significance to the
conclusions of the UN World Summits on Information Society (WSIS) held in
Geneva (2003) and Tunisia (2005), which stressed the importance of
informatics and communication eI
technologies for further social and L &
economic development in the world. pay
The Czech Republic fully endorsed the g
goals of the UN Summits and declared
itself to be ready to help developing
countries overcome the digital divide
through a series of Basic PC and p
Internet Courses. The philosophy of —— -
these projects is also in full accord with Zambia 2009
the European Strategy for Africa and the UNESCO priorities: Africa as
a global priority for the UNESCO, Gender Equality, Education
(Information and Communication Technologies).

The Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Republic is ready to continue
and take part in further educational projects aimed to bridge the digital
divide, e.g. in cooperation with UNESCO, NGO’s, local institutions in
Africa, etc.

The Main Features

The "Basic PC and Internet Course" projects are built as a one or two week
courses for 10 - 20 participants helping to overcome their fair of computers
and training them in a number of areas, including:

e Basic computer operations and terminology

o MS Windows; directory and file management

o Writing and editing texts, working with tables, charts etc. (MS Office)

e Internet fundamentals, e-mail, chat

e Basic info how to build www pages

e Social Networks

Students are selected with special aftention paid to the equal access to
education issue and therefore at least 50% of the attendees should be
female.

The courses are instructed usually by two lecturers of the Ministry of the
Interior of the Czech Republic and follow the "Syllabus" drafted and
approved by the ITU in Geneva.

Projects History

Altogether, 500 students have graduated and more than 40 PCs have
been donated from the ten projects carried out so far. This has greatly
increased their chances of achieving professional fulfilment. Furthermore,
the projects have a significant multiplication effect, as graduates go on to
organise courses for their classmates and possibly also teachers, once the
tutors have returned home.

1. January - February 2005 - first project launched, organised in

cooperation with ITU + AFRALTI in Kenya. 3 weeks course, 60
participants trained, 3 PCs donated.

2. August 2005 - another course in
Kenya - Nairobi; 40 participants
trained. LCD projector donated.

3. October/November 2005 - project
in Kenya in cooperation with the
Netherlands; 60 participants
trained. 5 PCs donated to the |
partner school. Kenya 2010

4. October 2006 — 3 weeks project in Nairobi, following up in cooperation
with ITU. 40 participants trained; 5 PCs donated.

5. December 2006 — one week project carried out in cooperation with the
Netherlands in the same school, with 18 participants trained. Thanks to
the previous project, the school already had a PC lab.

6. December 2006 - first project run in cooperation with the WHO, the local
partner Aga Khan Hospital and University Nairobi, attended by 32
healthcare workers; 2 PCs, a UPS and a notebook donated.

7. Summer 2007 - 32 participants trained in Uganda in cooperation with
ITU. The first international project fully funded by the Netherlands,
including the donation of 6 PCs.

8. July 2009 - first project carried out in Zambia in cooperation with
UNESCO. 40 students and 2 teachers trained. The 10 PCs donated
will make it possible to set up a regional ICT centre at the Nkomba
Basic School, which is located in a rural area.

9. July 2010 - 40 teachers and students trained in a rural area of Uganda
in cooperation with Archdiocese Caritas Prague (NGO). The project was
fully funded by the Ministry of the Interior Czech Republic (The Ministry
Finance reserve fund), including the donation of 10 PCs.

10. December 2010 — 40 students of The Secondary Dagoretti Mixed
School in Nairobi trained in cooperation with the local partner African
Advanced Level Telecommunication Institute (AFRALTI). The project
was fully funded by the Ministry of the Interior Czech Republic (The
Ministry Finance reserve fund), including the donation of 3 PCs.

Project evaluation
